
CONDITIONS GOVERNING THE
SELECTION OF STUDENTS TO HOLD

THE McEUEN - ST. ANDREWS
SCHOLARSHIP

1. One scholarship is awarded annually for a course of undergraduate study of three years for an
ordinary degree and four years for an honours degree.

2. The McEuen Scholarship Foundation may elect not to make an award in any year.

3. Applicants must reside in Canada and be Canadian citizens.

4. Applicants must not be more than 21 years of age on December 31st of the year preceding the
award of the Scholarship.

5. An Applicant, if not already attending a university, must be qualified for admission into a
university in Canada.

6. An Applicant should have a strong academic record. In addition, applicants will need to
demonstrate that they possess the initiative and independence to profit from the experience of
studying in another country.

7. An Applicant must not hold a university degree at the date of his or her admission to the
University of St. Andrews.

8. An Applicant must be acceptable to the Dean of the Faculty he or she proposes to enter. See
Notice to Applicants.

9. All awards must be confirmed by the Senatus Academicus of the University of St. Andrews.

10. The Scholarship will pay for full tuition fees, university residence charges and £200 towards
miscellaneous expenses.

11. The successful Applicant must reside in one of the halls of residence during the first year at the
University of St. Andrews and it is the wish of the Foundation that students shall continue in
subsequent years to live in accommodation administered by the University.

12. A student who leaves St. Andrews voluntarily before taking his or her first degree will be
expected to refund the amount of the Scholarship paid in the last academic year.

13. McEuen Scholars must submit an annual report supported by a year-end progress report or
evaluation from at least one Faculty member.
